Patricia Angel has been around theatre for some time. She began 

her theatrical experience in 1982 in Dhahran Saudi Arabia with the Dhahran Thea-

tre Group which is a registered Little Theatre member in the United States.   Her 

first endeavor was as a seamstress for costumes for Gilbert & Sullivan's 

"Mikado" .  "That was my first real theatre experience other than being in the audi-

ence, and I was hooked.   The excitement and energy that flowed through the pro-

duction just swept you up into it. "   After that experience, she made costumes for 

"Scrooge", "On the Razzel" in which she was the costume designer.  The more she 

was around the backstage crews the more she wanted to participate in every facet of theatre.  She worked 

on the sets for South Pacific , Absurd Person Singular, and became a set designer where she designed 

"Once Upon a Mattress", "Into the Woods, Les Misrerables",  "Guys and Dolls, Damn Yankees", 

"Cats"; "Pajama Game" , and directed and designed the set for "Odd Couple".  Besides working in the DTG, 

she also supported the productions as a lighting director for the junior high theatre program and the local 

ballet dance groups.  "We also had a group that put on mini operetta productions where I did lighting.  " Liv-

ing in a cloistered environment, our community heartily supported the theatre group's productions.  We 

would take our productions to other company towns for a couple of shows, as these communities didn't 

have such an active group.  I did that with "Cat on a Hot Tin Roof.  It was a very rewarding experience.   The 

theatre group also encouraged playwrights and Patricia  wrote and directed her own play "Conversations 

with My Grandmother's Mother".  She entered her play into Writer's Digest annual competition for 1993 and 

was awarded an honorable mention.   After returning to the U.S., Patricia began college 1997 and graduated 

from the University of New Mexico in 2000 with a Bachelor of Arts Degree, cum laude  with a major in thea-

tre and a minor in art studio.
